CITING REFERENCES USING THE VANCOUVER SYSTEM
Introduction
	The Vancouver system is a way of writing references in academic papers. It is the most frequently used referencing system in Medicine.

In order to avoid academic fraud, proper credit must be stated regarding the source of any idea, result or other statement which originates from academic literature published by other authors, to which any future author needs to refer when writing an academic paper or a thesis. This is done by citing a correct reference to each piece of academic literature on which authors base some of their statements when writing a paper or a thesis. 

A correct reference contains all information that identifies the source of a certain idea, result or other statement. References will be written as a numbered list entitled “References”, which constitutes the final or one of the last chapters in any thesis or academic paper presenting original research. 

References are numbered consecutively in order of their appearance in the text. They are inserted in the text whenever a citation is required, using Hindu-Arabic numerals in parentheses (1), square brackets [1], superscript1, or a combination of the former [1].

Layout of references for papers presenting original research in printed journals:

Author’s last name sepparated by 1 space from the initial(s) of his/her first name (notes: between several initials of the same author no space or other separator should be used; several authors should be separated using a comma and 1 space; if the paper is signed by more than 6 authors, only the first six authors should be mentioned, followed by the expression et al). Title of the paper. Abbreviated name of the journal that published the paper 
(note: find the official abbreviation of medical journals by accessing: www.pubmed.gov the link Journals in NCBI Databases: http://www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/entrez/query.fcgi?db=journals) year of publication;number of volume(number of issue):pages. (note: write the first and the last page of the paper, separated by a dash. When writing the last page do not write digits that repeat from the first page)

Author(s) (see previous layout for details). Title of the paper. Abbreviated name of the journal that published the paper [serial online] year of publication [cited date (date of today)];number of volume(number of issue):pages or number of screens between square brackets. Available from: URL: web address
If found, one can add electronical identification numbers for web resources: Digital Object Identifier – number to identify electronic documents and to help copyright asignments, PubMed id – unique number in Pubmed database, sau PubMed Central PMCID: doi: zzzzzzz. PubMed PMID: zzzzzzz; PubMed Central PMCID: PMC zzzzzzz.

Layout of references for books:
Author(s). Title of the book. edition, if other than first edition. Place of publication (i.e. city or town where the publisher is located): Publisher; year of publication. 

(notes: the above pieces of information may be retrieved from the outside and inside covers as well as from the first pages of the book; if the number of the edition is not stated, it is usually safe to assume the book to be at its first edition)
